The last of two scheduled budget workshop meetings of the Keweenaw County Board of Commissioners was held on
December 2, 2010, 6:30 p.m. at the Courthouse, Eagle River, M.

Commissioners present: Randy Eckloff, Frank Stubenrauch, Don Keith, Carol Rose Fouts, Joe Langdon.

Langdon motioned for support for the resolution for the Stamp Sand Reuse Feasibility Study Grant. Motion dies for lack
of support.

Keith stated that he would not participate in any decision making or voting because this was advertised as a budget
meeting.

Langdon stated that he had spoken to the county attorney and she said it would be fine to take up other business as long as
the meeting was posted.

Fouts motioned to table the resolution until the December 15, 2010 meeting. Motion dies for lack of support.

Keith objects to any motions as this is a Budget Workshop meeting only. Any other business should be going under
Unfinished Business for the regularly scheduled monthly board meeting.

Motion by Langdon supported by Eckloff to hire John Partanen as the Equalization Director and Zoning Administrator
effective immediately. Langdon would offer $1,000 per week through June 2011 with no benefits and as of July 2011, the
salary would be $40,351 with full benefits. Board polled. Ayes: Eckloff, Stubenrauch, Langdon. Nayes: Fouts. Mute:
Keith. Motion carried.

Keith states that he is not opposed to hiring John Partanen but would not vote or make a decision at this budget meeting as
he feels it is a violation of the Open Meetings Act.

The budget was looked over with corrections made from the first meeting and a couple of corrections made from this
meeting. Motion by Langdon supported by Stubenrauch to accept the budgets with the corrections made and to bring all
budgets to the December 15, 2010 public hearing and the meeting following for adoption. Ayes: Eckloff, Stubenrauch,
Fouts, Langdon. Mute: Keith.
