Motion by Chase supported by Eckloff and unanimously carried to accept the minutes as presented from the
May 15, 2013 regular monthly board meeting.

Motion by Chase supported by Eckloff and unanimously carried to allow the sheriff department to hire a full
time corrections officer with full benefits.
